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Study on the “Taiwan Strait Issue” under the Current US-Japan Relations

Abstract
1.The current U.S.-Japan alliance is based on the “Treaty of Mutual Coop-

eration and Security between the United States and Japan” in the 1950s. 
During this period, due to the continuous changes in the international 
situation and the regional security environment, this alliance has re-
mained unchanged in terms of composition, and it is still dominated by 
the United States but about the defense concept includes the geography 
of Japan’s“territory”and the expanded interpretation of“surrounding 
events”.

2.Today, the reason why the United States and Japan have increased their 
attention to the importance of Taiwan is not only because of the US-
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China competitive relationship, but also based on their respective stra-
tegic security and interests. At the same time, it also reflects the US and 
Japan’s interpretation of the “Importance of peace and stability in the 
Taiwan Strait”.

3.Recently, under international sanctions, Russia is still pretext and invad-
ed Ukraine, then the argument of“Ukraine Today, Taiwan Tomorrow”has 
also emerged at home and abroad. Based on this, ROC’s best strategy 
should be avoided to give China any excuse to use force, and secondly, 
ROC armed forces should keep alert to the change of regional situation 
at any time and develop countermeasures to ensure national security, as 
soon as possible.
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
