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Abstract
1.During the “Post-Cold War” period, the United States outsourced its bi-

lateral relations with Pacific islands to New Zealand and Australia. It 
was not until CCP’s influence in the Pacific gradually expanded in recent 
years that it refocused on this region. After the Biden administration took 
office, it raised the “Pacific Strategy” to an independent level and be-
came an important part of the “Indo-Pacific Strategy”. Since 1990, CCP 
has sent personnel to participate in the “South Pacific Forum” (renamed 
“Pacific Island Forum” in 2000) regularly held by Pacific islands. From 
2018 to 2020, CCP successively signed the “Belt and Road” agreement 
with 10 Pacific islands which deepened the bilateral relationship rapidly.
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2.In April 2022, CCP and Solomon signed the “Military Security Coopera-
tion Agreement”, and tried to replicate the model to its relations with 
other Pacific islands. The reason why this agreement has attracted much 
attention is that clauses such as sending troops to help suppress turmoil 
and stationing troops in other countries are usually considered to be the 
content of unequal treaties.

3.In 2019, Solomon and Kiribati broke off diplomatic relations with ROC 
and established diplomatic relations with CCP, leaving ROC with only 
four diplomatic allies in the Pacific area. However, Western countries 
headed by the United States realized the seriousness of the problem and 
pay attention to Pacific affairs. After participating in the strength, the 
situation of “domino break” should not happen in the short term.
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
